South steals the spotlight

® Hits from Hindi
film industryin
post-Covid era
have been fewer
and far between

THREE YEARS AGO, a line
from the Allu Arjun-starrer
Pushpa: The Rise went viral,
forcing cine goers to take
note. Pushpa flower nahin,
fire hain were among dia-
logues that scorched the box
office, sparking off a trend:
Therise of south films.

In the three years since
the first instalment of
Pushpa (in December 2021),
the craze for south movies
has grown significantly.

In15 days of its release on
December 5, Pushpa 2

crossed the ¥1,000-crore-
mark in box office collections
in India, with around 60%
coming from the Hindi ver-
sion and the rest from south
Indian languages including
itslanguage of origin Telugu.

If one takes a deeper dive
at the trend over the last
three years, then three south
films have crossed the
%1,000-crore mark within a
fortnight. This includes KGF:
Chapter 2 and RRR in 2022
and Kalki 2898 AD in 2024.
2023 was a year when Bolly-
wood struck back with Shah
Rukh Khan’s Pathaan and
Jawan doing over a ¥1,000
crore in earnings within a
fortnight.

“This underscores the
craze of south films in Hindi-
speaking states,” Komal
Nahta, trade analyst, said.

Distributors and exhi-
bitors couldn’t agree more.

Though action entertain-
ers and horror comedies
from Bollywood such as
Khan’s Jawan and Pathaan,
Kartik Aaryan’s Bhool Bhu-
laiyaa 2 and 3, Ranbir
Kapoor’s Animal and Shrad-
dha Kapoor’s Stree 2 have lit
the box office in the last two
to three years, hits from the
Hindi film industry in the
post-pandemicera have been
fewer and far between.

Experts say that a strong
pipeline of dubbed regional
content has been reaching
Hindi audiences, in both
cities and small towns, for
over ten years now, con-
tributing toits craze.

Rooted storylines, rugged
heroes,combined with strong
production values, slick
action and dance sequences,
not to mention pan-India
promotions are among rea-
sons for the rise of south cin-
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ema across the country.

At the same time, exhi-
bitors also point to the grad-
ual alienation of small-town
India in mainstream Hindi
entertainment.

In recent years, Bolly-
wood, as the Hindi film
industry is described, has
shifted its gaze to a more
sophisticated “multiplex
audience”, leaving small-

town India clamouring for
their dose of masala enter-
tainment,repletewith action,
drama and comedy.

Akkshay Rathie, a film
exhibitor and distributor,
who is also a director at Nag-
pur-based cinema chain
Aashirwad Theatres, says
that Hindi film-makers have
become less risk-takers now
versus earlier.

“Masala entertainment,
whether Hindi or non-Hindi,
requires work. Film-makers
have to find the right story-
lines, look for actors who can
carry those films on their
shoulders and address the
widest possible audience.
Appealing a wider section of
people is easier said than
done,” Rathie says.

Nahta says that south
film-makers have never hes-
itated to be imaginative and
mount their projects on a

“They create this visual
tapestry that you don’t quite
see in Hindi entertainment
these days.To me that is half
the battle won,” he says.

In a recent report on
southern cinema, Mumbai-
based consultancy firm
Ormax Media said thatina
study conducted by them
among Hindi theatre-going
audiences,just 119% felt that
Hindi films were better than
south films, while 469% felt
that south films were better
than their Hindi counter-
parts. The balance 43% felt
that both were equally good
and that the comparisonwas
unfair. Also, the perception
that south films had better
storieswas the strongest rea-
son for the preference of
south cinema over those in
Hindi, the study said.

Cine-goers also believed
that south films had better
action,entertainment,acting,
direction and creativity. And
that stories were imaginative
and original. While experts
say that Bollywood-south col-
laborations in the last two
years have increased in terms
of acting and direction has
increased, this may not be
enough, as Hindi audiences
want original film ideas and
concepts from Bollywood.

According to trade
experts, the Hindi markets,
covering the north and west
regions, has about 50-55%
of India’s total screen density
of 9,200 versus 40-45% in
the five southern states of
Andhra, Telangana, Tamil
Nadu, Kerala and Karnataka.
Amonsterhit such as Pushpa
2 must therefore haveall the
familiar tropes of mass
entertainment for it to click
with audiences across the
north-south divide.

THE GREAT GAMBLE didn’t
come off. The opening didn’t
need any fixing; Rohit Sharma’s
batting did. But the most bewil-
dering event was not that Rohit
opened but the way he went
aboutit.The shothegot outwas-
n’t one of intent nor was he
‘smashing’ the ball. Rohit was
slowin themovementsand hes-
itantin the mind.

Ifthereason forhiselevation
was to bat with more freedom,
asanattacking mindset can get
thefeet,hands,eyes sharper,the
Indian captainshould have tried
thatapproach firstinthemiddle
orderwhen the ball turns softer
and isn’t seaming around. Cau-
tion isn’t working lower down,
so let’s try with some whiteball
adventurism at the top — Test
cricket doesn’t work like that.

In case openers KL Rahul or
Yashasvi Jaiswal had been strug-
gling, Rohit’s elevation would
have made sense. But with his
form,and moreimportantlythe
form and touch of the openers,
the change ofbatting orderwas-
n’treallywarranted.

Even in this Test, Rohit
opening in the second inning
makes more sense. When the
team is chasing, the ploy to
throwin the early punch torat-
tle the Aussies sounds like a
good plan. Not so in the first
innings on a fresher pitch. Not
when the form isn’t great. Not
when it’s not needed. With the
Kookaburra ball doing its thing
inthefirst 30 overs,Rohitis bet-
terofflanding counter punches
in the middle-order. He has
been trying to survive there,
pokingand proddingat the ball
as if he were a bomb-defusing
agent; if he wishes to be more
proactive and aggressive, the
middle-order spotisideal.

India don’t need Rohit tobe
successful so desperately; they
